Geography of the borders of Palestine in modern time
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Questions of historical geography in retrospect are relevant because they involve many aspects: not only the aspect of borders (historical political geography) of Palestine, but also the religious, political, economic, social and cultural component, clearly illustrating the Palestinian conflict on the world map, interest in it at both the global and particular levels. The main problem is the search for the true borders of Palestine, which have undergone many changes. Their historical dynamics in the designated chronological framework are rather difficult to determine.

 The historiography of the Middle East region is widely represented in domestic and foreign scientific literature. Important for this problem is the work of E.M. Primakov "Anatomy of the Middle East conflict" [1], which provides an analysis of the Arab-Israeli conflict from the perspective of international relations. "The Politics of Palestinian Nationalism" by W. Quandt, F. Jabber, and A. Lesсh [2]. Co-author W. Quandt was a member of the U.S. presidential staff and had access to official U.S. documents on the Middle East.

General scientific methods were used: historical, logical, systematization, analysis and synthesis, generalization and comparison of the processes under study in their specific historical and temporal conditions. Among the interdisciplinary methods synergetics is important. This method was reflected in the study of the events of 1956 and 1967. It is also relevant when working with memoirs and statements of representatives of various countries at the UN. UN Security Council Resolution 242 of November 22, 1967 [3], did not put an end to the conflict, but became the subject of new disputes, because everyone interpreted it as favorable to it.
Summarizing the above, we can conclude that the territorial disputes between Israel and Palestine did not have an end for a long time and, for the sake of a complete vision of the picture of what is happening outside the chronological framework of the study, it must be said that they do not have this solution now. D. Trump's "deal of the century" was announced by B. Netanyahu without the presence of representatives of Palestine. Peace at this boiling point will not come soon, if the countries manage to come to an agreement at all, because numerous conferences and treaties have essentially not changed the situation in the region. Within the framework of this research, the borders of historical and geographical regions of Palestine were defined, and the configuration of borders before and after the adoption of resolution 181/II [4] was analyzed. It also described the borders of the State of Israel in May 1948 and showed the dynamics of the borders of Palestine in accordance with the partition plans and international treaties, which makes it possible to search for historical justice.
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
