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Annotation. This article discusses the economic significance of the economic security of the region and the basic concepts related to it. The main goals of economic security of the regions are listed. It also highlighted the aspects that need to be considered in the effective implementation of economic security of the regions.

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Modern conditions are characterized by constant competition between countries for sales markets, energy and other resources, which does not stop either during periods of growth or during periods of decline in the world economy, and is carried out with the help of political, economic, informational and other methods of influence. Regions are part of the country, and the external negative impact on the state is likely to affect the state of the economy of its constituent territories. The danger does not necessarily lead to the realization of the threat, but the dangers are always present. Therefore, security as a state of absence of danger does not exist, and the definition of  regional economic security (RES) needs to be clarified.
The study of the essence of the economic security of the region is usually carried out using two types of sources. These include:

1) publications of domestic and foreign researchers on this topic;

2) regulatory legal documents in respect of which the scientific community has claims, but which make it possible to create tools within the framework of a legislatively enshrined system of concepts, processes and a decision-making system at the federal and regional levels.

There is no consensus regarding the concept of “economic security” and “regional economic security” in scientific community. A number of scientists do not classify “economic security” as scientific, explaining that “economic security” is not an objective reality, but proceeds from the specifics, practice and problems of the state (region), and depends on the role of the state in the world economy. However, V.K. Senchagov insists that “economic security” is not an abstract theoretical construction, since it is ensured by the ability of government institutions to create mechanisms for the implementation and protection of the interests of the domestic economy and maintaining the social and political stability of society.
Among the key words that characterize the essence of the economic security of the territory, the following stand out:

· sustainable, sustainable development and economic growth, survival, ensuring minimum standards and needs, independence, independence, competitiveness (as goals);

· the state of the economy, security, the ability to protect, the absence of danger (as is the direct essence of the concept of economic security);

· threats, damage, unfavorable conditions, crisis, destabilizing factors (as factors that potentially hinder the achievement of the goal).
The definitions given in the table below do not exhaust all possible options, but reflect key trends in understanding the economic security of the region (Table 1).

Economic security should improve the quality of life of the population, provide public, state and other needs, stability and sustainability of economic development. But the market economy develops cyclically, and a change of periods of growth and crises is inevitable. It is unlikely that the regional economy will not react to the crisis stage in any way and will continue its upward movement at this time. It is impossible to fully protect oneself from the threat of a general cyclical economic decline, and therefore RES is not a permanent “phenomenon”, once having reached it, stable regional development is ensured. And the sustainability of development in this case presupposes the ability of the economy to contain the rate of decline, or quickly recover growth after the crisis. This can be estimated using:

· trend analysis of socio-economic indicators of the development of a particular region;

· interregional comparison of the dynamics of these indicators.
Adjusted for the problems of economic security, the independence of the region can be understood as self-sufficiency achieved in key areas of the region's life due to the high performance of social and economic processes, and in other areas in which self-sufficiency is not critical, through interaction with external partners.
RES is an element of national security. The latter also includes military, scientific and technical, cultural, environmental and other types of security. It is rather difficult to distinguish between economic and other types of regional security, because all components of the economy are interconnected and interdependent, and many types of security cannot be fully implemented without financial, organizational and economic support. This can explain the lack of a single generally recognized classification and system of types of regional security today. However, it is necessary to investigate the essence of various types of security in order to determine their role in the formation of the RES.
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
