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In recent years, the Islamic culture of the Arab countries has faced a strong collision
with the civilization of other European countries, which has directly led to the evolution of
the Arab countries from traditional to modern countries. Especially after the "World War
IT", the Arab countries were involved in the wave of globalization, and with the theories of
Arab nationalism and Islamic socialism as their guiding ideology, they began to explore the
independent development paths of their respective countries, and gradually realized this historic
social change.

As Alexander N. Chumakov asks in his book: what is happening in the modern world and
how is it fundamentally different from the past ages and centuries? How is it fundamentally
different from past ages and centuries?” There are also many who defend traditionalism in
behavior and thought, and there are also many who defend traditionalism in behavior and
thought, but do not accept the common view.
