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This study looks at the natural gas cooperation between China and Russia under the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). As two of the world’s largest natural gas producers and consumers, their cooperation benefits both countries. China needs more energy to support its growth, while Russia is looking for new markets for its natural gas exports. However, their cooperation faces challenges, such as price changes, political risks, and problems with infrastructure.

The research uses different methods to explore the current situation and predict the future of China-Russia natural gas trade. The study finds that key projects like the Power of Siberia pipeline and the Yamal LNG project are crucial for their cooperation. While trade between the two countries is expected to grow, it depends on improving infrastructure and resolving political issues.

Based on these findings, the study suggests that China and Russia should work together on more agreements, expand their infrastructure, and make the natural gas market more flexible to ensure continued success in their energy cooperation.
